Margaret McCann’s paintings draw from a variety of psychological and actual experiences—living in Atlantic City for four years and in Italy for eight, the complexities of growing up in a family of ten children, etc. Her paintings combine elements of figuration—portraiture, figures, architecture, still life and cityscapes—with scale dislocation and humor. She studied at Yale University (MFA 1985), the New York Studio School, and Washington U. in St. Louis (BFA 1979). Her work is represented by Galleria Antonia Jannone Disegni di Architettura in Milan, Galerie Boicos Beckel Odille in Paris, and she has shown nationally in solo shows in New York, Boston, Chicago, and with the Zeuxis still life group. Her paintings have been reviewed in Corriere della Sera, La Repubblica, the Los Angeles Times, the New York Observer, and Art New England.

McCann was awarded a Fulbright grant to Italy to study depictions of saints, an Ingram-Merrill Award to paint the figure, and artist residencies at the Cite Internationale des Arts in Paris, the American Academy in Rome, and Millay and Ragdale colonies. She has taught widely—at Boston U., Syracuse U., UNH, Stockton, the International School in Umbria, and is presently Chair of Faculty at the New York Academy of Art. McCann has also published poetry, written art reviews for Art New England, and The Portsmouth Herald, and a satirical column, ‘Woman on the Street’ for wirenh.com.
